Sen. Barack Obama defeated Sen. Hillary Clinton, be-
coming the 2008 Democratic nominee for president.
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Last Saturday, Senator Hillary Rod-
ham Clinton off ic ial ly  brought her  2008 
campaign to an end. During her farewell, 
directed at millions of  her followers, the 
resounding message was her urge for her 
supporters to back Senator Barack Obama. 

Senator  Clinton also acknowledged 
to her supporters that their desire to elect a 
woman will have to wait. “We have to work to-
gether for what still can be. And that is why I 
will work my heart out to make sure that Sen. 
Obama is our next president,” Clinton said.

“I ask all of  you to join me in working 
as hard for Barack Obama as you have for 
me,” Clinton said. “I have served in the Sen-
ate with him for four years. I have been in 
this campaign with him for 16 months. I have 
stood on the stage and gone toe-to-toe with 
him in 22 debates. I’ve had a front-row seat 
to his candidacy, and I have seen his strength 
and determination, his grace and his grit.”

Hillary referenced the milestones that 
she and Senator Obama have broken, begin-
ning with the obvious ones that the Democrat-
ic party ran an African American man against 
a woman as i ts  candidates for president. 

“Now, think how much progress we’ve 
already made,” she said. “When we first 
started, people everywhere asked the same 
ques t ions.  Could  a  woman rea l ly  se r ve 
as commander in chief ? Well, I think we 
a n swe r e d  t h a t  o n e.  C o u l d  a n  A f r i c a n -
Amer ican  rea l ly  be  our  pres ident ?  And 
Senator  Obama has answered that  one.”

In reaction to Clinton’s speech, Barrack Obama 
said, “I honor her today for the valiant and historic 
campaign she has run. She shattered barriers on be-
half  of  my daughters and women everywhere, who 
now know that there are no limits to their dreams.”

Senator Barack Obama clenched the Demo-
cratic nomination last Tuesday. A last-minute rush 
of  superdelegates, as well as split  results from 
the final primaries in Montana and South Da-
kota, pushed Obama over the threshold of  2,118 
delegates needed to gain the party nomination.
